MathXL Instructions for Instructors

Creating a link from your blackboard website to the MathXL presentations

1. Save the file, “MathXL Fa 09 Pkg”, which is attached to this email.  (I suggest saving it on your desktop.)  

2. Open your class blackboard site for a course that uses MathXL.

3. Click “Control Panel”.  Under “Course Options”, click “Import Package”
4. Click “Browse” and then double click on the “MathXL Fall09 Pkg”
5. Under #3, “Select Course Materials”, check “Content” and “Tests, Surveys & Pools”.

6. Click “Submit”

7. You will see this message:  “This action has been successfully queued.  An email will be sent when the process is complete.”

8. Wait a few minutes and check under “Notes & Assignments” to see if the info is imported.  An email will also confirm it.
9. Under “Notes & Assignments”, you should see:

(Students will click each link to watch each presentation.  The attendance policy presentation is 14 minutes; the total time for the 4 MathXL presentations is about 25 minutes.)
Making the MathXL Quiz available for students to take.
1) Click on “Control Panel”

2) Click on “Notes and Assignments”

3) Click on “+Test” (means add a test) located on the horizontal bar.  *** If this isn’t visible:  Go to “Manage Tools” under the “Course Options” section of the Control Panel; Click “Content Type Availability” | check the box for “Test” | Submit at the bottom and  try steps 2 and 3 of this section again—should take care of it!
4) Highlight the selection “MathXL Quiz”.  Click “Submit”.  Click “OK”
5) Modify Test will pop up.  Click “Modify the Test Options”

6) Under #1, I usually change the color of print to red (since the quiz is different than the presentations), and for the Description I add  “*** WARNING:  Do not open this quiz until you are ready to take and complete it—you only get ONE chance to work it from start to finish!”.  (You can control this under the settings below, but since the quiz gives them the correct answers to any question they answer incorrectly, I don’t really want to allow them multiple attempts.) 

7) Under #2, “Test Availability”, check the following

a) “Make Link Available”  yes
b) “Multiple attempts” if you want to allow more than 1 attempt (I don’t allow this—leave blank)
c) “Force Completion”
d) “Set Timer”   30 minutes is way more than enough  (I check it and use 0 hrs, 25 min)
e) DO NOT check “Display After”.

f) “Display Until” if you want to set a due date and then enter the due date (I give them until Tues midnight on the 2nd week of class.)
8) Under # 3 check “Include this test in Gradebook Center score calculations”

9) Under #4,  check “Score” and “Feedback”.  This allows students to see correct answers on those items they got wrong after they submit the quiz.

10) Under #5, check “All at once”.  Check  “Randomize” if you want students to see questions in different orders (less likely they can share answers).  Click “Submit”
11) From “Notes & Assignments” in the Control Panel, you will now see the MathXL Quiz.  To enable “statistics tracking” Click Manage (out to the right) | Statistics Tracking | Enable/Disable Tracking, and click the bullet for “Enable”, then Submit or OK to back out of everything—Done for this class!!  (***Repeat all steps above except saving the MathXL package for your other courses that use MathXL.)   

Checking who has viewed the presentations.  
1. Access your blackboard class site.

2. Click “Control Panel”| then “Notes & Assignments”

3. Next to each link, (Registering for MathXL, etc.), click on “manage”.

4. Click “Statistics tracking”; then click “View Statistics”
