Graduate Council Minutes

October 13, 2005

A. The meeting was called to order at 10:00 A.M.

B. Approval of the Minutes

Dr. McGuire moved the minutes be approved with no corrections.  Motion passed.

C. Graduate Faculty Applications

1. Dr. Valadares moved that Mr. George Barton be approved for affiliate status, with the expiration of this term being fall 2006.  Motion passed.

2. Dr. Valadares moved that Mr. Rohn Butterfield be approved for re-admission to affiliate status, with the expiration of this term being fall 2006.  Motion passed.

3. Dr. Raske moved that Ms. Lindy Deusner be approved for affiliate status, with the expiration of this term being fall 2006.  Motion passed.

4. Dr Valadares moved that Dr. Otis Stanley be approved for affiliate status, with the expiration of this term being fall 2006.  Motion passed.

D. Approval of Course Petitions
1. A motion was made by Dr. Slavkin and a second was made to table EDUC 606 until the November 17 Graduate Council Meeting.
2. A motion was made by Dr. Rivers and a second was made by Dr. Raske for approval of ENG 549.

Council members discussed 400/500 level (“dual level” or “blended”) courses, ones in which graduate and undergraduate students meet in the same class but complete different assignments and meet different expectations and for which the differences are reflected in the syllabi of the courses in which the students are enrolled.  In the past the GC has asked the faculty member proposing a new 500-level course to submit only the graduate student syllabus to the GC but to address the different expectations of undergraduates and graduate students in item 6 on the course form.

Distinguish between the courses in such areas as tests, grading, papers, readings, writing assignments, leadership, class participation, research, or other.  List examples.

Outline of the course.  (Topics and/or Units of Study.)  Attach tentative   syllabus.  [If 400/500 course, submit syllabus for 500-level section only;  syllabus should state graduate requirements.]

Some members suggested that the typically brief responses provide insufficient information and the Council should see syllabi for both 400- and 500-courses to understand fully the differences between the two.  

D. Old Business

The Council reviewed the revised application for admission/readmission to the graduate faculty and suggested revising item III Required Addenda to include referring applicants for associate or full status to the Faculty Handbook for Criteria for Election or Reappointment to the Graduate Faculty. They also recommended removing items 2 and 3 under the Recommendation of Departmental Committee.  The members of the ad hoc committee will revise the application for review at the November 17, 2005 Graduate Council Meeting.
