Application for Admission/Readmission to the Graduate Faculty

The Council reviewed the revised form Application for Admission/Readmission to the Graduate Faculty.  Discussion ensued concerning the role of the Graduate Council in reviewing faculty applications and ensuring that applicants meet the admission criteria for each category, since the department chairs and deans have reviewed the applicants’ documents and signed the application form indicating their recommendations.  The applicant is responsible for submitting the appropriate information; the Council is responsible for reviewing the materials submitted, deciding if they are sufficient to make a recommendation, and determining what recommendation to make. When necessary, the Council should ask for a postponement and request additional information.  For applicants for readmission, the CV should reflect all changes made since the last review.  

A suggestion was made to move the new sentences describing evidence of teaching effectiveness, scholarship, and service from Sect. IV Required Addenda to the second page, preceding the recommendations by departmental committee, department chair, college committee, etc. to introduce the signature section. 

Dr. Valadares commented that the letter from Dr. Raske attached with each MSW applicant was an appropriate summary of the person in question and is helpful to the Council. 

Dr. Harrel said she would revise the form again in light of this discussion and distribute the revised draft before the next meeting.
