A. Approval of Minutes

C. Graduate Course Petitions 

a. The MALS program (Master of Arts in Liberal Studies) will be undergoing a program modification to increase the number of the MALS required courses for all students from 9 to 12 hours, with the Capstone Seminar being required of all students.  In practice most students in the MALS take the Capstone Seminar, including those who attempt the 6 hour capstone experience by doing a Capstone Project.  It increases the number of 600 level courses required from 15 to 18.  It does not change the total number of hours to degree.  These changes will be effective spring 2009.  

Dr. Rivers moved and Dr. Turner-Frey seconded approval of a modification of the MALS program. Motion passed.  
b. Dr. Rivers moved to approve the deletion of LBST 604, The American West (3) for Spring 2009 implementation.  Motion passed.  

c. Dr. Rivers moved to approve the deletion of LBST 605, Temporality in the Sciences (3) for Spring 2009 implementation.  Motion passed.  

d. Dr. Rivers moved to approve the deletion of LBST 608, Cathedrals (3) for Spring 2009 implementation.  Motion passed.  

e. Dr. Rivers moved to approve the deletion of LBST 698, Capstone Course, Graduating Seminar in Liberal Studies (3) for Spring 2009 implementation.  Motion passed.  

D. Information Items
a. The Office of Graduate Studies is changing the application deadline for the Jennings and Josephine Carter Graduate Scholarships to the Tuesday of the 3rd week of March each semester. This move will allow the Graduate Studies office to obtain the most up to date FASFA reports for students.

The MHA program plans to conduct a service learning project with USI’s Center for Applied Research every summer.
