Regarding the question of proxy voting from last month’s meeting, Dr. Harrel researched the question of proxy voting in The Official Robert’s Rules of Order Web Site.  “Proxy voting is not permitted in ordinary deliberative assemblies unless federal, state, or other laws applicable to the society require it, or the bylaws of the organization authorize it.  Since proxy voting is incompatible with the essential characteristics of a deliberative assembly.”

The council members briefly discussed how faculty members are newly approved to graduate faculty status when their graduate course assignment occurs between council meetings and determined that the process is satisfactory.
