D. Discussion Items
Graduate Faculty Election to Student Academic Grievance Committee
Dr. Michael Slavkin and Dr. Iris Phillips were elected to the Student Academic Grievance Committee.  Graduate faculty were urged to notify students of the approaching deadline to elect two graduate students to this committee.  
Course Numbering System

Dr. Harrel noted that in the Faculty Handbook, Section III. Faculty and Academic Policies, USI’s course numbering system is defined under Procedures for Changes in Graduate Curricula, where course numbers through 699 are defined for the appropriate student level.  For the new DNP and any future doctoral programs, she proposed that the Council recommend that the numbers 700-999 be added to the system and be defined as “Doctorate Only.”  

Dr. Harrel also proposed that sentences referring to undergraduate graduation requirements be deleted from the introductory paragraph.  
In addition, she proposed that the sentence referring to the College of Business courses numbered 501 be deleted, since it was deleted from the Bulletin in an earlier Bulletin revision. 

Dr. Slavkin moved and Dr. Turner seconded the motion to make these recommendations.  The motion carried.  The Handbook section is reproduced below with Council recommendations in red.  Additions are inserted in regular font.  Deletions are noted in strike-through font.  

H. Course Numbering System
The following information should be kept in mind when assigning course numbers. Generally, the following numbers are used for courses at the 100 level and above:

Assignment of these numbers should not be construed as an indication that the course is restricted to members of the particular year noted. Additional notation is required to restrict a course if that is deemed advisable and appropriate. Courses bearing the catalog number 500 or above carry graduate credit. Courses numbered in the 500 series usually have 400 counterparts which are open to undergraduate students. Courses numbered in the 600 series and above are open only to graduate students.

Course numbers ending in either a 0 or 99 indicate that the class can be repeated for credit up to the maximum hours specified.
