Graduate Council Minutes
August 17, 2006

A. The meeting was called to order at 2:00 P.M.

Dr. Harrel welcomed new Council members Dr. Michael Dixon, elected representative for the College of Liberal Arts, and Dr. Gregory Murphy, program director of the MBA program, and guest Dr. Gregory Valentine, Director of the Center for Economic Education in SW Indiana.
B. Approval of the Minutes 

Dr. McGuire moved the minutes to be approved as distributed.  Motion passed.
C. Program Modification for Vocational Certification for Fall 2007 

The Vocational Certification program currently required three graduate courses for completion: ASBE 571, Principles and Philosophy of Vocational Education; ASBE 581, In-School Laboratory Programs in Vocational Education; and ASBE 598, Techniques of Coordinating Cooperative Education.  
The Indiana Department of Education and the Indiana Professional Standards Board have determined that for teachers to become vocationally certified in business, career, and technical education, those educators will need only 6 graduate hours in vocational education.  Our current program consists of 9 credit hours. This program revision will delete two courses (ASBE 581 and ASBE 598) and replace them with a third course that will combine the essential content of the two deleted courses.  
Dr. McGuire and Dr. Raske seconded approval of a modification of the Vocational Certification program.

1.  Social Work Track Revision
Dr. Raske presented a proposed revision to the MSW part-time non-advanced      standing track for the Council’s information.  Enrollments for the MSW 4 year program have seen a steady decline over the last few years.  Students surveyed stated that they would rather take nine credit hours per semester over three years to finish the program one year earlier.  This program change will begin in the fall of 2007.
2.  Graduate Student Research Awards 

Dr. Harrel called the Council members’ attention to the Lilly Intellectual Capital Initiative Graduate Student Grant Awards grant report for 2006 that was distributed in the Council meeting packets, and she thanked the elected college representatives to the Council for serving as the grant awards review committee.
