Graduate Council Minutes

August 18, 2005

A. The meeting was called to order at 10:00 A.M.

Dr. Harrel welcomed new program directors Dr. Barbara Williams, Dr. Kevin Valadares, and Dr. Brian McGuire to the Graduate Council.

B. Approval of the Minutes

E. Old Business

A revised application for admission/readmission to the graduate faculty was distributed and discussed.  A member proposed adding a section on the second page for comments from the Graduate Council.  Council members further discussed the process for admitting or readmitting graduate faculty members with affiliate status.  The Council proposed admitting selected qualified members with affiliate status who teach graduate courses every year for a three-year term. The member’s expertise, credentials, and teaching effectiveness will be monitored in the dean’s office as with all faculty appointments.  The dean and the graduate program director will present a memo to the Graduate Council once annually as long as the arrangement is mutually agreed, with the applicant completing a full application every third year.

F. New Business

Dr. Harrel solicited a second graduate student nominee to the Student Academic Grievance Committee.  The solicitation notice was passed around.  Dr. Raske and Dr. Sparks expressed interest for their students, but the requirement that an eligibility criterion was to have earned 6 graduate hours rendered the prospective students in MSW and MSN ineligible.  Dr. Raske stated that the MSW applicant would not be a good candidate due to student load.   Dr. Harrel asked other programs to look for an eligible applicant.  

The use of Blackboard for Graduate Council meetings was discussed.  The new University of Southern Indiana Bulletin on CD was handed out to program directors at the meeting.

G. Announcements

Dr. Harrel briefly updated the Council on the Banner Student project and calendar; in summer, 2005, the Registrar’s Office, Computer Center, Admission Office, Student Financial Aid, Bursar, Institutional Research, and other relevant administrative offices have been working on setting up Banner Student with USI policies (such as grade system, course repeat policy, etc.), and working on converting SIS Plus data to Banner Student.  A committee is being formed to design training for faculty.  Two faculty representatives have been added to the Banner Student Process Team, Dr. Shelly Blunt in Chemistry, and Dr. Jennifer Williams in CIS.  Banner Student Go Live begins with admission in March, 2006.
