Graduate Council Minutes

The meeting was called to order at 2:00 PM.
A. Approval of Minutes

Dr. McGuire moved the minutes be approved as distributed.  Motion passed.
B. Program Modification
Dr. Harrel welcomed Dr. Kathy Rodgers, chair of the math department, to the Council meeting.  Dr. Rodgers, with the support of Dr. Vella Goebel, MSE program director, presented the program modification to introduce a new Mathematics Track for the Master of Science in Education, Secondary degree program. The new math track will offer 15 hours of education courses and 18 hours of math courses geared towards the teaching of mathematics, allowing area secondary and community college math instructors to strengthen their practice of teaching. The graduate math courses already exist, so no new courses will be required.  Dr. Coudret questioned the title of MATH 621 Using Technology in the School Curriculum. Dr. Rodgers acknowledged that the course was several years old and proposed changing the title to reflect the math content. Dr. Rowser moved that the modification be approved, Dr. Black seconded. Motion passed.
C. Information Items
At the April Graduate Council meeting, Dr. Harrel appointed a committee of Dr. Morris, Dr. Goebel, and Dr. Rowser to review the graduate faculty review and appointment process. After research, review, and discussion of the variety of needs of the five colleges, the committee determined that the existing system of regular review and approval by the Graduate Council and the three categories with various term lengths captures the diverse needs across the five colleges and best serves the interests of USI’s graduate programs.  However, the Committee acknowledged that the names for the categories are misleading, so they recommended the category names be changed from Full, Associate, and Affiliate to Regular-6, Regular-3, and Affiliate, with the changes to be effective immediately.  Dr. McGuire moved and Dr. Rowser seconded the motion.  Motion passed.  The Committee Report is attached to the minutes of this meeting.
D. Graduate Faculty Applications
