CNHP Partners to Bring $1.3 Million Grant to Evansville  

The College of Nursing and Health Professions, along with the USI Center 

for Applied Research and the Tri -State Business Group on Health co-

facilitated a $1.3 million  federal grant that  will give Evansvilleõs health care pro-

viders an electronic portal to a statewide exchange of health information such as 

patient lab results, reports, medical histories, and treatment histories.  The Indiana 

Family and Social Services Administration with input from the Indiana Health In-

formation Exchange determined that Evansville would be the recipient of the two 

year grant because of a large population of Medicaid patients, private pay patients, 

and area providers.  Evansville will join a network that consists of 33 hospitals, 7,200 physicians, and 2,445 

medical practices statewide.
