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1 ''There's a saying that you'll never meet an ugly drug rep,'' said Dr. Thomas Carli of the University of Michigan. He led efforts to limit access to the representatives who once trolled hospital hallways. But Dr. Carli, who notes that even male drug representatives are athletic and handsome, predicts that the drug industry, whose image has suffered from safety problems and aggressive marketing tactics, will soon come to realize that ''the days of this sexual marketing are really quite limited.'' 

2 In recent decades, women’s advocates and human rights activists have made huge progress on the issues of rape and sexual assault — in the United States and globally. Both crimes are now more powerfully defined in state and federal laws. In international law, where rape and sexual assault have long been classified as torture and war crimes, the world has begun to accept the importance of enforcement. In 1998, a tribunal convicted a paramilitary chief for watching one of his men rape a woman in Serbia. A year ago, the world rose up in outrage when United Nations peacekeepers raped women in Congo.

3 Two years ago last month, New York State banned smoking in bars and restaurants over the noisy protests of many owners and smokers.

4 A study led by Matthew C. Farrelly, a health economics researcher at Research Triangle Institute in North Carolina, charted how nonsmoking workers began breathing easier after the law went into effect in July 2003. And while the study showed no significant changes in upper-respiratory symptoms like coughing, other cold-like symptoms declined a great deal. 

5 For the past two decades, Annette Lareau has embedded herself in American families.
