Find Common Ground







     -Identify values, beliefs, and assumptions both

      parties share.  Try to explain how these groups

      could benefit from helping each other.

Negotiate a Solution

     -Using the ‘Common Ground,’ try to find a 

     solution that everyone can agree on.  Rogerian 

     argument does not always end in a solution that 

     everyone can agree with, but it attempts to diffuse

     highly emotional conflicts by getting the parties 

     involved focusing on what they share rather than 

     what divides them.
