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What is “Medical Evidence Matters” and how do I use it? 

This is a database designed to allow users to assess therapy options for known medical conditions by comparing 

outcomes from the peer-reviewed literature.  Below is more information about the database.  This page is available as

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Access the Database: 

 Choose a ProQuest database like “ProQuest Health and Medical Complete” by clicking on it from the Databases 

A to Z list or from Nursing and Health Professions page under Databases by Discipline 

 From within a ProQuest database search screen, click on the word “Databases” preceding the database name

 
 

Note the pop-up message, “Select a different combination of databases to search.”  Although you will not be 

able to combine this database with another ProQuest database for searching, you will find the database listed 

along with the other ProQuest databases accessible to you. 

 

 A list of the accessible ProQuest databases will appear, scroll down the list and click on “Medical Evidence 

Matters”  
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 Once you click on the title “Medical Evidence Matter” from this list, you will be brought to a page with search 

options, see graphic below.

Our staff of health professionals (MDs, medical librarians etc.) use advanced software and manual work to extract 

data from medical treatment research articles published in peer-reviewed scientific print journals. Research from both 

past and present is aggregated and made available via comparative tables, graphs and bullet-point text summaries. 

Using menus, you can construct a question on therapeutics, and get an answer in the form of a table, a list or a graph 

which summarizes a set of articles. From these views, you can drill down to single article summaries.ò 

 

If you have questions on how best to use this database, contact Rice Library’s Reference Desk at 812-464-1907; Toll 

Free at 1-800-246-6173 (hours) or Visit the Reference Desk and consult one-on-one with a librarian.
