Where Can | Park?

Parking is always a big question! To help our USI family understand about parking, the

Department of Safety and Security would like to provide you with some important information:

e All housing residents are required to register their vehicle. You can register your vehicle online
NOW at https://www.usi.edu/security/vehiclereg/.

e Tickets will be issued for illegal parking and illegal use of assigned parking spots (handicapped
spots, authorized University vehicle spots, security vehicle spots, etc.).

e During Welcome Week check-in, students may obtain their parking tags. Students must present
their driver’s license or their Eagle Access Card to obtain an official University parking permit.

e After Welcome Week check-in, and during the first week of school, students may report
to the Housing and Residence Life Center during check-in dates, bring their driver’s licenses
and vehicle registrations, and pick up their parking permits.

e Students living in University Housing may not drive their vehicles to campus between 6 a.m.
and 3 p.m. on days that classes are in session. A campus shuttle is available to transport
students to the main campus.
