Academic Denials & Financial Aid Appeals

1.   I want to return for the spring semester, but I have been denied from enrolling at USI, I have not officially notified /or left housing.  What should I do?

 If you have been denied from enrolling at USI this spring semester and have not yet checked out of your apartment (filled out proper checkout paperwork and turned in apartment key to the Residence Life Center), then you must contact the Residence Life Center and be checked out of your apartment no later than Wednesday, January 3, 2007.  Your belongings must be removed and the apartment cleaned before checking out.  Your $200.00 security deposit will be forfeited and spring rent removed from your bill.  Failure to checkout by January 8, 2007 (the first day of classes) will result in additional charges being assessed to your account (a daily rate of $14.00 per night beginning on December 15 and continuing until you check out of the apartment).
2. I have lost my eligibility for financial assistance so I am not going to attend USI this spring.  I have not officially notified or left housing yet.  What should I do?

3.  I have lost my eligibility for financial assistance but plan to appeal.  I currently live in housing and would like to stay if possible.  What should I do?

Please notify the Residence Life Center in writing no later than January 2, 2007, that you plan to appeal.  If you still have not appealed by January 22, you must move out of Housing or provide proof of a financial agreement from the cashier’s office.  You may save time by e-mailing your information to living@usi.edu.  It is important that you notify the housing office within 48 hours once a decision on your appeal has been made.  If your appeal is approved, then you may remain in housing for the spring semester.

If your appeal is denied you must either:

· Check out of your apartment within 72 hours after being denied.  In this case, your $200.00 security deposit will be forfeited but you will only be charged a special appeal daily rate ($10.00 per day) for days in occupancy from January 8 until the date you check out of housing.

· Provide proof of a financial agreement from the bursar’s office within 72 hours after being denied.
