MathXL Instructions for Instructors

Importing the MathXL presentations and Quiz into your Blackboard class
1. Save the file, “MathXL Fa 11 Pkg”, which is attached to this email.  (I suggest saving it on your desktop.)  

2. Open your class blackboard site for a course that uses MathXL.
3. Under the Control Panel options for Course Management, click Packages and Utilities, then Import Packages/View Logs, then at right click the “Import Package” box
4. Under #2, Click “Browse” and then double click on the “MathXL Fall 11 Pkg” where you stored it on your desktop.
5. Under #3, “Select Course Materials”, check “Content Areas”, “Grade Center Columns and Settings”, and “Tests, Surveys & Pools”, then click “Submit”.
6. You will see this message in green:  “This action has been queued.  An email will be sent when the process is complete.”

7. Wait a few minutes and check under Content | the “Getting Started with MathXL” folder to see if the info is imported.  An email will also confirm it.
8. In the “Getting Started with MathXL” folder, you should see:

MathXL Quiz (2011-2012)

(Students will click each link to watch each presentation. )
Finalizing the MathXL Quiz for students to take
1) Start from the “Getting Started with MathXL” folder (same as last step above) 
2) Scroll down to the last item in the folder and click on the drop-down list to the right of  “MathXL Quiz (2011-2012), then click Edit the Test Options
3) Check down through these options.  Blackboard 9 lets us copy in the default options I have chosen (like were in instructions in previous years—yeah, less work now!)  For example, the default settings only allow students to take the quiz one time because it gives them the correct answers to any question they answer incorrectly, I don’t really want to allow them multiple attempts.  You likely will want to select your own Display Until and Due Dates—I chose the default to be Tues midnight on the 2nd week of class for fall semester.  THIS WILL DEFINITELY NEED TO BE MODIFIED FOR OTHER SEMESTERS!  

4) Click “Submit” if you have made changes you want to keep or Cancel if the defaults are fine with you.
5) I turned on Statistics Tracking by default for all of these items.  If you want to change the setting, scroll to the presentation or the quiz that you would like to disable or enable statistics tracking and this time from the drop-down menu to the right, choose Statistics Tracking (on/off),  then click Off/On to disable/enable, and click Submit.

6) You are done for this class!!  (***Repeat all steps above except saving the MathXL package for your other courses that use MathXL.)   
Checking who has viewed the presentations. 
1. Access your blackboard class site.

2. Click Content | click the Getting Started with MathXL folder | then click the drop-down list to the right of the item you want to check statistics and I think if you play around with View Statistics Report or User Progress, you’ll figure it out… (

1. Access your Blackboard Course site and under  the Control Panel, click Grade Center, then Full Grade Center
2. MathXL quiz should be one of the columns listed in the grade center.
