Student Instructions for Watching MathXL Presentations and Taking Quiz

To watch the four MathXL presentations:  (27 minutes total)
(The Math 100 Attendance Policy Presentation is 12 minutes)

1. If you are using a computer lab on campus, you will need your own earphones/headphones to hear the sound.  You may use any earphone, such as from a CD or DVD player or from an IPod.

2. Go to:  www.usi.edu
3. Click:  MyUSI (on left side), then from the MyUSI login screen, login with your myUSI credentials  (If you do not know your login name or password, call Computer Services at 465-1080, or go to the Computer Center in the basement of the Orr Center with picture ID)

4. Click Blackboard 9, then after it loads click your math course

5. On the left click Content, then click the folder “Getting Started with MathXL”
6. There are four presentations about MathXL  (Math 100 has an attendance presentation making a total of 5)

7. Watch each presentation.  Click the “x” in the upper right hand corner to close each presentation when you are finished.  

8. Have a pencil handy to take notes on the MathXL Reference Sheet (with very small font).  The notes will be useful when you take the MathXL quiz on Blackboard.  
9. You may re-watch the presentations by following the above instructions.  

To take the Quiz on Using MathXL
* Note:  This online quiz can only be accessed and completed beginning to end one time!  DO NOT try to access it if you are not prepared to take it!!!  If you close out of it in the middle, try to hit the back button to view a previous question, or lose your internet connection while taking it, you will need to contact your instructor.  The quiz must be completed before your instructor’s deadline.  

1. Follow instructions 1 through 5 above.  

2. Scroll down to click on “MathXL Quiz”; click Begin if you are ready to take the quiz in its entirety.
3. Click “Save and Submit” when you are completely done.

4. Click “OK” to review results.
5. Click “OK” to exit after reviewing results.
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
