Screaming Eagles Game Notes 
• Stein enters season in search of record. Head Coach Rick Stein 

needs just seven wins to surpass former Head Coach Chancellor 
Dugan for first place on the program’s all-time wins list. Stein, who 
has been a part in 312 victories during his stay at USI, has put up 
153 victories during his first nine seasons at the helm of the USI 
women’s basketball program. Stein reached his 100th career victory 
in just 151 games, making him the fastest coach in the program’s 
history to accomplish that feat. 
 

• Eagles picked fourth in GLVC West Division. USI was picked to 
finish fourth in the GLVC West Division. The Eagles received 13 
points in the poll to edge Missouri-St. Louis, who was picked fifth. 
Drury received three first-place votes as it was picked first, while 
Quincy had two first-place votes and was picked second. Missouri 
S&T had one first-place vote and was picked third, while Rockhurst 
rounded out the poll in sixth. 
 
Defending NCAA II National Champion Northern Kentucky was top 
vote-getter with six first-place votes in the GLVC East Division, 
while Indianapolis received the remaining first-place vote and was 
tabbed for a second-place finish. Bellarmine, Lewis, Wisconsin-
Parkside, Kentucky Wesleyan, and Saint Joseph’s rounded out the 
East Division Poll. 
  

• Fresh perspective. The Screaming Eagles will be adding some 
new perspective into their lineup in 2008-09 as they have added six 
new faces to its roster. 

 

• Williams, Young bring impressive resumes to USI. Junior 
forward Abby Williams and sophomore guard Ellen Young bring 
impressive resumes to the Screaming Eagles roster this year. 
Williams was a two-time NJCAA II All-American at Kankakee where 
she  averaged 15.7 points and 6.8 rebounds per game as a 
sophomore last year. Young was named to the Missouri Valley 
Conference All-Freshman team after averaging 11.9 points and 3.5 
rebounds per contest at SIU Carbondale in 2007-08. 

 

• Exhibition history. USI was 0-1 in its only preseason tune-up last 
year after going 2-0 in exhibition games in 2006-07. Since 1992, 
USI has posted a 9-8 mark in exhibition play, including a 1-3 record 
against NCAA Division I foes.

• Eagles were a tough fight for opposition last year. USI out-shot 
the opposition in 10 of their final 14 games and had second-half 
leads in 12 of its last 16 games a year ago. Of USI’s 17 losses last 
year, the Eagles either had the lead or were tied with their 
opponents in the second half 12 times.  

 

• Eagles won rebounding battle in 2007-08. USI won the 
rebounding battle in all but eight games last season. 

 

• Nine players reached double figures last season. USI had nine 
different players reach double figures in the scoring column at one 
point last year. It marked the fifth straight season that nine players 
have reached double-figures for the Eagles at one point in the 
season. Under Head Coach Rick Stein, USI had 10 players reach 
double-figures in 1999-00 and 2000-01, while eight players reached 
double figures in 2001-02 and 2002-03. The program’s record for 
players to reach double figures at one point in the season is 13 in 
1997-98. 

 

• Neuman closed season with back-to-back double-doubles. 
Senior forward/center Brittany Neuman finished the 2007-08 
season with back-to-back double-doubles. Neuman, who had three 
double-doubles last season, had 11 points and 11 rebounds in 
USI’s second-to-last game against Missouri S&T. She finished the 
year with a 10-point, 10-rebound effort against Missouri-St. Louis. 

 

• Newhart finished 2007-08 as a veteran. Sophomore guard Amie 
Newhart evolved into a veteran player in her first collegiate season 
last year. Newhart averaged 27.1 minutes played per game in USI’s 
first 11 contests and 34.1 minutes played per contest in the last 16 
games. 
 

• Evans sparkled in starting lineup last season. Senior 
forward/center Ninette Evans excelled in USI’s starting lineup last 
season. Evans has averaged 6.2 points and 6.3 rebounds in 14 
starts, compared to 3.6 points and 4.9 rebounds in 10 games off 
the bench. 

 

• Big shoes to fill. USI will need to replace the scoring and 
rebounding presence of two-time All-GLVC performer Jasmine 
Baines this year. Baines finished her career at USI ranked seventh 
all-time with 1,209 points in a USI uniform. She also was 11th all-
time at USI with 496 rebounds. In her three seasons in a USI 
uniform, Baines reached double-figures in 65 games and at least 
20 points 17 times. She led USI with 17.0 points and 7.0 rebounds 
per game last year. 

 

• Magic Mark: 75 points. The Eagles have won 72 of their last 82 
games when scoring at least 75 points. Of those 10 losses, six 
have come at the hands of Bellarmine University. USI is 172-17
