Screaming Eagles Game Notes 
• USI gets crack at nation’s top team. When the Screaming Eagles take the court against Northern Kentucky Thursday, they will be facing 

the number-one ranked team in the country for the first time since 2001. Coincidently, the last time the Eagles played the number one team 
in the country, they faced Northern Kentucky and they were coming off a loss to Indianapolis. Result: USI 72, NKU 62 (1/6/01).  
 

• Tough stretch. USI is in the midst of one of its toughest three-game stretches of the season. The Eagles began the stretch with a loss to an 
Indianapolis squad that is 14-2 on the season. Next up, undefeated Northern Kentucky (11-0) and a road game at Bellarmine (9-3). 

 

• Longtime rivals provide glimpse into future alignment. USI’s game with Indianapolis was the first of four straight games against longtime 
rivals that will share the same division with USI in 2009-10. Along with Indianapolis, USI will be paired with Northern Kentucky, Bellarmine, 
and Kentucky Wesleyan in the GLVC’s East Division next year. The East Division will be one of three five-team divisions in the GLVC. 



• Soaper led Eagles last week. Freshman guard Rinesha Soaper led the Eagles last week with 15.3 points per appearance. Her career-high 
26 points in USI’s 80-75 victory over Wayne State was the most by a USI freshman since Kiesha Collins scored 26 against Indianapolis 
January 26, 2006. Soaper joined Collins, current USI student assistant coach Jessica Grimaldo, and former All-American Jessica 
Stuckman as the only USI freshmen since 2000 to reach the 20-point plateau. 

 

• Forever Young. Sophomore guard Ellen Young scored a team-high 19 points in USI’s loss to Indianapolis Sunday despite playing with an 
injured ankle. Young, who scored seven points in just 12 minutes in the win over Saint Joseph’s, went 8-of-11 from the floor against the 
Greyhounds, finishing just one point shy of her season high.  

 

• Newhart posted solid numbers last week. Sophomore guard Amie Newhart averaged 10.7 points and 5.0 rebounds in USI’s last three 
games. She scored 15 points and tied a career-high with seven assists in the Eagles’ 78-56 victory over Saint Joseph’s. 

 

• Stein is USI’s all-time winningest coach. Head Coach Rick Stein surpassed former Head Coach Chancellor Dugan for first place on the 
program’s all-time wins list with USI’s 80-75 victory over Wayne State (12/29/08). Stein, who has been a part in 320 victories during his stay 
at USI, has put up 161 victories in his nine-plus years at the helm of the USI women’s basketball program. Stein reached his 100th career 
victory in just 151 games, making him the fastest coach in the program’s history to accomplish that feat. 

 

• Eagles protecting the ball. USI has been very stingy with the ball in its last nine games, averaging just 16.7 turnovers per contest during 
that span. The Eagles, who are third in the GLVC in turnover margin (3.2), committed 22.0 turnovers per game during their first four outings. 

  

• Evans joins double-double club. Senior forward/center Ninette Evans became the fourth different player to record a double-double this 
season for the Eagles with her 12-point, 10-rebound performance against Saint Joseph’s. Since recording a career-high 16 points and nine 
rebounds against Lewis, Evans has averaged 7.7 points and 6.4 rebounds per game. For the season, Evans is averaging 5.8 points and 5.3 
rebounds per appearance.  

 

• Young records double-double. Sophomore guard Ellen Young recorded her second-career double-double and first in a USI uniform as 
she brought down 12 points and a career-high 12 rebounds in USI’s 67-50 win over Truman State. She recorded her first collegiate double-
double (14 points, 10 rebounds) against Drake as a freshman for SIU Carbondale. 

 

• Seeing double. USI has had four players record a double-double this season, tied for the most by any team in the GLVC. Sophomore guard 
Ellen Young (1), junior guard/forward Abby Williams (1), and senior forward/centers Brittany Neuman (2) and Ninette Evans (1) have 
combined for five double-doubles, which are tied for the second-most total double-doubles in the conference. 

 

• USI has had five players reach double figures twice in 2008-09. Five USI players reached double figures in the scoring column in two 
games this season. USI had five players reach double digits in its 79-55 victory over Mid-Continent and its 87-62 win over Grace. The 
Eagles had only one game in 2007-08 in which five of their players recorded 10 or more points. 
  

• 20-point plateau. The Eagles have had four players reach the 20-point plateau this year. Sophomore guard Lauren Meneghetti had a 
career-best 26 points against Southeastern Oklahoma State, while senior forward/center Brittany Neuman had a career-high 24 points 
against Edinboro and junior guard Ellen Young had a season-best 20 points against Wisconsin-Parkside. Freshman guard Rinesha Soaper 
recorded a career-high 26 points against Wayne State. 

 

• Eagles ranked in the GLVC (as of a.m. 1/8/09). The Eagles have six players ranked in 11 GLVC statistical categories: 
Ninette Evans (1 category) is tied for sixth in offensive rebounds (2.62 orpg); 
Lauren Meneghetti (1 category) is 29th in scoring (10.6 ppg); 
Brittany Neuman (5 categories) is second in total rebounding (7.8 rpg), is tied for second in offensive rebounds (3.15 orpg), is sixth in 
defensive rebounds (4.69 drpg), is seventh in blocks (0.92 bpg), and is tied for 15th in field goal percentage (.500); 
Amie Newhart (4 categories) is seventh in three-point field goal percentage (.457), is ninth in minutes played (30.54 mppg), is 15th in free 
throw percentage (.814), and is tied for 15th in assists (3.08);  
Rinesha Soaper (3 categories) is fifth in three-point field goal percentage (.469), is sixth in steals (2.15 spg), and is tied for 15th in field goal 
percentage (.500);  
Ellen Young (2 categories) is tied for eighth in free throw percentage (.844) and is 15th in scoring (13.0 ppg). 

 

• Neuman earns GLVC Player of the Week honors. Senior forward/center Brittany Neuman was named the GLVC Player of the Week for 
her performance against Edinboro. Neuman, who was 9-of-11 from the floor and 6-of-6 from the free throw line, finished the game with a 
career-high 24 points and 13 rebounds as the Eagles defeated the Fighting Scots, 88-80. 

   

• Magic Mark: 75 points. The Eagles have won 78 of their last 88 games when scoring at least 75 points. USI is 178-17 (.913) since 1996-97 
when reaching the 75-point plateau.
