MNewburgh also boasted of a "liberal proportion of
enterprising and industricus mechanics, such s harness
makers, saddlers, boot and shoe maKers, wagon makersz,
coopers, blackemiths, carpenters,etc..." There were two
steam "flouring mills in operation which turned cut "not
Tess than 12,000 barrels of flourc.." and the “steam saw
milt" which was one of the best in the “"western country.®
The Yincennes Sun even had an aduverticement for the steam
23w mill in 1853, The steam saw mill cut "1,%00,000 feet

af lumber” annually.

Houses and new business tuildings were going yp,  The Central
Plank Road from Newburgh to Boonville and Lennville was under
construction, and fimanced by private maoney rajsed largely

in Newburgh. & charter was cbtained in 1851 fcr "arganizing
& campany to be called the Mewburgh and Vanderburgh Railwas
Compan»." The Railway was to connect Newburgh with the
Evansville and Illinois Railroad, at the nearest and most
practicable point,"®

In 1852 there was a meeting of citizens to consider "the
possibility and propriety of a sUrvey and estimate of a
branch of the Wabash and Erie Canal from Newburgh." Syc
branch was estimated as being no longer than "fivwe mj]
length" and could be constructed at & cost which would
short of £27,000.% The good citizens of MEwburgh urged
branch of the canal hecsuse "cix canal boats passed this
place on Friday morning last, bound for Evansville -~ where
boats are cancentrating preparatory to the cpening of the
great canal.” They probably felt that they would be isclated
by the canal and the evidence of progrese and prosperity
tlosting away from them! The branch was not funded and JUETL
as wall.

The Delaney Academy in Mewburgh was a very successful



school which held "regular five month sessions each beginning
the Znd Monday in February and September.* The curriculum
wae made up of "Reading, Writing, Arithmetic, and Geography
with the use of globes; English Grammar, History, and
Compositiony Mental and Moral Science, Mathematicse,
Aetronomy; CHemistry and Natural Philosophy with the use of
Apparxtus) Greek and Latin Languages.”" @A small fee and
"good" beoarding could be obtained in private families at
¥1.75 to $3.50 per week. Rev. Mr. Cowan was the master
teacher credited on the handbill.,
