UNIVERSITY OF SOUTHERN INDIANA
BOARD OF TRUSTEES

June 7, 2017

The Board of Trustees of the University of Southern Indiana met in special session on June 7, 2017, in the
Griffin Center on the University campus. Present were Chair Jeffrey L. Knight and Trustees W. Harold
Calloway; John M. Dunn; Ellis S. Redd; Kenneth L. Sendelweck '76; Evan K. Stieler "17; and Ted C. Ziemer, Jr.
Trustees Amy MacDonell and Ronald D. Romain ‘73 were absent. Also in attendance were President Linda L.
M. Bennett; Provost Ronald S. Rachon; Vice President for Finance and Administration Steven J. Bridges '89
M'95:; Vice President for Development David A. Bower; Vice President for Enroliment Management Andrew W.
Wright; and Faculty Senate Chair Nicholas LaRowe. Vice President for Government and University Relations
Cynthia 8. Brinker was absent,

Chair Knight called the meeting to order at 2 p.m.

Mr. Knight opened the meeting by calling on President Bennett to present an overview of the 2017-2018 and
2018-2019 student tuition and fees (see attached).

A. APPROVAIL QF PROPOSED SCHEDULE OF STUDENT FEES AND OTHER MANDATORY FEES FOR
2017-2018 AND 2018-2019

Mr. Knight called on Vice President Bridges to review the recornmendation for Student Fees and Other
Mandatory Fees for 2017-2018 and 2018-2019. Mr. Bridges reminded the Trustees of the law requiring all of
Indiana's state universities to set tuition at the beginning of each legislative biennium for both years of the
biennium. He reported the University held the required public hearing to announce the proposed rates on June
7. immediately preceding the special meeting of the Board of Trustess. Chairman Knight and Trustees
Calloway, Dunn, Redd, Sendelweck, Stieler and Ziemer attended the public hearing.

Mr. Bridges recommended that the 2017-2018 per-semester credit-hour student fee be increased to $246.66
for Indiana resident undergraduate students; $367.68 for Indiana resident graduate students, $601.87 for non-
resident undergraduate students; and $722.78 for non-resident graduate students.

He recommended that the 2018-2018 per-semester credit-hour student fee be increased to $258.96 for Indiana
resident undergraduate students; $385.00 for Indiana resident graduate students; $628.55 for non-resident
undergraduate students; and $754.32 for non-resident graduate students.

The cost per credit-hour includes an increase in the technology fee of $2.50 per credit-hour in 2017-2018 and
2018-2019.

it was recommended that the other mandatory fees not be increased for 2017-2018 and 2018-2019.

On a motion by Mr. Dunn, seconded by Mr. Calloway, the Student Fees and Other Maridatory Fees for 2017-
2018 and 2018-2019 in Exhibit |-A were approved.

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 2:20 p.m.
